
RED BULL FLUGTAG PHILADELPHIA 
EVENT INFORMATION 

 
When & Where 
Red Bull Flugtag Philadelphia will take place at Pier 1 on the Camden Waterfront on Saturday, 
September 4, 2010. Gates open at 11am with the first flight departing at 1pm, so be sure to get there 
early to reserve a spot. The day’s final flight will take off at approximately 3:30pm and will be 
immediately followed by an awards ceremony. 
 
Location Details   
Pier 1 on the Camden Waterfront along the Delaware River near Campbell’s Field.

Entry Fee? 
Is 100% FREE to the public and open to all ages! 
 
What you can expect on site? 
There will be food and beverage vendors stationed around the event site. The event is open seating, 
so get there early to reserve a spot. No smoking or outside coolers allowed! 
 
Where is the ADA seating? 
ADA seating is located on the waterfront in front of the Judges area. 
 
What can you bring to Red Bull Flugtag Philadelphia? 
NOTE: Guests and their belongings are subject to search on event site. Please return for any 
additions or amendments. 
• Blankets 
• Umbrellas (small hand-held style) 
• Baby Strollers 
• Portable/collapsible chair 
• Regular-size/unframed backpacks 
• Sealed water bottles 
• Empty Camelpak or other empty plastic container (ie, Nalgene bottle) 
• No large bags allowed. 
• Binoculars 
• Personal camera equipment 
 
What you CAN NOT bring to Red Bull Flugtag Philadelphia? 
• Weapons of any kind 
• Framed or large backpacks 
• Alcohol 
• Glass containers 
• Cans 
• Food 
• Pets 
• Tents 
• No illegal vending is permitted. 
 
 
Where do I park?  
We highly suggest public transportation as the easiest method to get to Red Bull Flugtag since 
onsite parking is limited. 



 
Riverline 
Ride the River LINE to the Camden Waterfront for Red Bull Flugtag for just $1.25 per one-way 
travel. With 20 nearby stations from Trenton leading to Camden, it's cheaper and more convenient 
than driving. There is FREE parking at most River LINE stations. You can use your valid NJ 
TRANSIT Bus or Rail Pass and ride the River LINE at no additional cost.  
 
The River LINE operates from 6 a.m. - midnight on Saturdays.  Riders can depart the train for Red 
Bull Flugtag Philadelphia at Walter Rand Transportation Center, Cooper Street or Aquarium 
station stops.  
 
From Philadelphia, PA  
RiverLink parking is available at Penn's Landing. There are 1,000 parking spaces available at Penn's 
Landing. Signage along Columbus Boulevard will clearly indicate where the parking lots are 
located. 
 
RiverLINK 
The RiverLINK ferry will be running express service between Penn's Landing & the Camden 
Waterfront for Red Bull Flugtag. Ferry service will be available all day beginning at 10am from 
Penn's Landing, every 30 minutes. The last ferry will leave Camden at approximately 6:30pm.  
 
Tickets are available at the Penn’s Landing ferry terminal (Philadelphia) or Wiggins Park ferry 
terminal (Camden). The Ferry is wheelchair accessible.

From New Jersey - NJ Transit 
NJ Transit offers multiple bus and shuttle routes to Camden's Walter Reed Transportation Center 
on the corner of Broadway & Martin Luther King Boulevard. From the Transportation Center, you 
can walk down MLK or Federal Street to the Waterfront or use the NJ Transit RiverLine light rail 
to the Cooper Street or Aquarium stops.  
 
Septa 
The Southeastern Pennsylvania Transportation Authority (SEPTA) is the primary public 
transportation provider for the Philadelphia metro area and the surrounding counties. You can 
connect in multiple locations within Philadelphia to travel to New Jersey and the Camden 
Waterfront using the PATCO high speed line to City Hall, Camden. Broad Street Station and 8th & 
Market Station offer easy transfers between SEPTA & PATCO. 
 
Waterfront Connection Shuttle  
Running all summer until September 7, this new shuttle runs between the Independence Visitor 
Center for the Camden Waterfront attractions approximately every 30 minutes.  
The first shuttle departs Philadelphia at 10:45 am and the last shuttle returns at 6:15 pm. Last shuttle 
to New Jersey departs Philadelphia at 5:45 pm. Last shuttle to Philadelphia departs New Jersey at 
6:00 pm. 
 
$2.00 per person, round trip. Tickets available at Independence Visitor Center, Battleship New 
Jersey’s box office or Adventure Aquarium’s box office. Tickets are NOT sold on the shuttle itself. 
 
Will credit/debit cards be accepted? 
Vendors will accept cash only.  
 
Are there ATM Machines on site?  
Yes there will be ATM Machines located on site. We recommend that you bring cash in advance to 
avoid long lines. 



 
Will Alcohol be served? 
Yes, beer will be sold on site 
 
Can I watch from my boat? 
Yes, you can watch from your boat, but your location will be restricted until the beginning of the 
event. Please stay outside the buoy lines marking the flight path for our Red Bull Flugtag flying 
crafts. 
 
Will I be able to hear everything from my boat?  
Yes!  Tune into FM Broadcast 87.9 (subject to change on site) 
 
Will it be broadcast anywhere? 
Yes. There will be a satellite viewing area located at the Great Plaza at Penn`s Landing.  
 
Red Bull Flugtag Philadelphia will also be featured in a 5-part television event called “Red Bull 
Flugtag: On the Wings of Glory” airing Sundays after baseball starting September 5th on Comcast 
and the Fox Sports Network.
